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Founded in 1972, the Clearwater Marine Aquarium’s (CMA) mission is to restore and preserve our marine life and
environment. We accomplish our mission through leadership in education, research, and the rescue, rehabilitation, &
release of marine life. CMA, a nonprofit 501(c)(3) organization, accomplishes this mission with a staff of only 27 and over
700 volunteers.

CMA also oversees the area’s sea turtle nesting program, daily combing 26 miles of beaches during nesting season to
ensure nests are located and properly cared for. Environmental education plays an important role in CMA’s marine life
outreach, educates residents, visiting tourists, and millions of people around the world via its global media presence. CMA
offers a variety of hands-on educational opportunities, including eco-boat tours, kids’ camps, tours, off-site presentations,
and animal interactions.

On July 20, 2010, CMA announced the final green light for a major motion
picture “A Dolphin’s Tale” in 3-D with Alcon Entertainment/Warner Brothers, to
be released in 2011.

“Winter has been so inspirational to so many people, it's an honor to be able to
bring her story to the screen,” said writer and director of the film Charles Martin
Smith.

Winter continues to touch lives, connecting with children and adults. She has a
bond to those with special needs and visits with groups from Shriner’s, Vietnam Vets, Make-A-Wish Foundation,
Lighthouse of Pinellas and many others. Winter is reaching classrooms across the country with live webcasts.

This year, CMA completed its first phase marine animal rehabilitation
expansion. Our new 165,000 gal. mammal pool opened as well as the
new sea turtle rehabilitation area, with top of the line filtration systems and
a wide variety of pool sizes to accommodate different sea turtle species in
our area. Our surgical suite now includes a state of the art laser and
endoscope for all marine animal procedures.

Our next phases will include an education and research facility and a
natural habitat marine animal rehabilitation water basin.
