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For more than 32 years, Suncoast Hospice has served the people of Pinellas County. Its range of services 
includes care and support for people living with advanced illnesses, grief counseling, caregiver education and 
much more. Suncoast Hospice is a community-based, nonprofit organization founded by a group of mission-
driven volunteers, which advocated for patients to die pain-free with dignity and compassion as well as for 
support for their caregivers and families. Today, Suncoast Hospice’s staff of professionals and force of 3,200 
volunteers remain dedicated to serving patients and families.  
 
There are many types of volunteer roles available at Suncoast Hospice. One specialized role is a bereavement 
volunteer. Bereavement volunteers maintain a special rapport and continuous connection with families served 
by Suncoast Hospice whose loved ones have died. Responsibilities include clerical support, listening to 
survivors’ stories at memorial services, making home visits, assisting with bereavement support groups and 
making calls to survivors after the deaths. Those who make calls are trained to ask questions, listen and assess 
any potential support needs such as grief counseling.  
 
In 2009, there were 137 bereavement volunteers who served Suncoast Hospice’s families. One of them was Pat 
Yochim, an 11-year volunteer who’s been a bereavement volunteer for eight years. Pat was inspired to serve 
after her husband and daughter died under hospice care and the help she received in her bereavement support 
groups. Over the years, Pat’s worked in many capacities including regularly making phone calls, making visits, 
assisting with support groups, volunteer training and memorial services and hosting volunteer support meetings 
several times at her home.  
 
“This work is satisfying because I am able to let people know that there is help for them if they need it after 
someone has died in their family. I got so much from the support groups I participated in and wanted to reach 
out and help others. Sometimes the people we call don’t realize they needed to talk and they feel good that 
Suncoast Hospice has been in touch with them. I want people to know that Suncoast Hospice is here to help. It’s 
not just for people who have been served by our care teams. It’s available for anybody in our community who 
needs us,” Pat said.

Leadership Pinellas Class Learns the ABCs of Pinellas County Education 
 

 
 
 

 
On January 13, 2010, the Leadership Pinellas Class of 2010 embarked on a whirlwind tour of the educational system in Pinellas 
County.   
 
Fittingly, the day began when class members boarded a school bus and headed to Ridgecrest Elementary in Largo, Florida.  At 
Ridgecrest, class members had breakfast while hearing about the school’s gifted and Spanish language immersion programs. 
 
After breakfast, class members toured the school and got a firsthand look at the Spanish language immersion classes.  As the 
leadership class toured the classrooms, students worked quietly on math puzzles, such as figuring out how to form two triangles with 
five straws.   Communication between the students and teachers was in Spanish only. 
 
After touring Ridgecrest, the class went on to the Criminal Justice Academy at Pinellas Park High School.  The Criminal Justice 
Academy is one of several “Centers of Excellence” in the school system designed to give students marketable skills upon graduation.  
Leadership Pinellas class members saw students demonstrations of police tactics such as handcuffing, arm bar takedowns, and how to 
conduct a traffic stop.  A few class members even got to participate in a simulation exercise which involved firing at criminal suspects 
on video. 
 
From there, students toured the school system’s Enterprise Village at the Stavros Institute in Largo.  Enterprise Village is a mall of 
mini-stores for local businesses such as Publix, Bank of America, and Domino’s Pizza.  Fifth graders learn how to work at the stores 
and earn profits as part of a six-week economics program.   
 
Eighth graders participate in a similar program at the Stavros Institute called Finance Park.  Students at the Park learn how to buy 
products and manage various personal budgets.  Terry Boehm, the President of the Pinellas Education Foundation, described the 
program as “essentially a giant math problem” for the eighth grade participants. 
 
The next stop was the Academy Prep Center for Education in St. Petersburg.  Academy Prep is an intensive middle school for 
disadvantaged urban children, who attend up to 6 hours a day, 11 days a week.  All students attend on full scholarships provided by 
individuals, corporations, and foundations. 
 
The Leadership Pinellas class heard from several Academy students, who answered questions about their educational and career goals.  
One student wanted to be a neurosurgeon; another wanted to be WNBA player.   Both emphasized that they had a “backup plan” in 
case their original career goals did not pan out.  
 
Yet another student was asked whether other children he knows give him a hard time about the long hours and academic demands of 
Academy Prep.  “I tell them I want to have a successful life,” he answered.  “And then they don’t say anything else.” 
 
The day ended at the Pinellas Technical Education Center in St. Petersburg.  There, Leadership class members toured a 400,000 
square foot campus where students receive hands-on training in their chosen fields.  The Center offers programs in several areas from 
auto body repair and painting to practical nursing and primarily serves adults.  The Center and its programs have gained international 
attention, and most recently hosted dignitaries visiting from Russia.
