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Education Day – January 9, 2008

 The greeting our class received from Dr. John A. Venturella and his staff at Clearwater Catholic Central set the tone 
for a day of meeting with caring education professionals, dedicated to providing the best in educational opportunities 
for students of all ages across Pinellas County. 
 
Clearwater Catholic Central High School (CCC) has been doing just that for over 40 years. Dr. Venturella explained 
that the face of Catholic education has changed during that time from one of religious instructors (primarily nuns) 
educating a primarily catholic school population to a 96% lay staff educating an increasingly diverse population. 
Their new arts facility is a valuable asset not only to the students, but the wider community. CCC is near capacity 
with its 670 students.  
 
Though the school size doubled, the greeting was just as warm from Principal Peggy Landers and her staff at our 
next stop, Dunedin Middle School. The relatively new facility is a showplace for public education in Pinellas 
County. With over 1100 students and a staff of over 115, this is a large facility that remains almost cozy feeling due 
to not only its central court layout, but also to the tone set at the top. This institution like other public schools faces a 
student population that is 50% below grade level as measured by FCAT standards and a mandate to have a maximum 
class size of 22 students per classroom during the upcoming school year. 
 
Our next two stops kept us firmly in the bosom of the Pinellas County School System. After a tasty lunch graciously 
provided by Publix Supermarkets, we heard from Terry Boehm, the Executive Director of the Pinellas Education 
Foundation. Like the Advancement department at CCC, the mere existence of the Foundation points to the 
increasing cost of education and the increasing roll non-public funds play. A brief presentation and tour of Enterprise 
Village led by Valerie White followed. 
 
As educators look for ways to effectively deliver curriculum, the concept of gender based classrooms comes up 
again and again. Here in Pinellas County, that means looking to Principal Lisa Roth and her team at Belcher 
Elementary. They are in their second year of delivering a standard curriculum to 160 of their 635 students while 
separating them by gender. At Belcher, we were able to tour some of those classrooms and talk to the students and 
teachers. Ms. Roth points to the success of some students in this setting and the failure of others, suggesting that 
while by no means a panacea, gender based classrooms may indeed have their place in the educational arsenal of 
school systems looking to reach the broadest scope of learners. 
 
Our final stop of the day was at the Collaborative Labs at St. Petersburg College (SPC). After a hands-on 
“immersion experience” in collaborative problem solving led by Andrea Henning and her team, Dr. Stan Vittetoe, 
Senior Vice President, Administration - SPC, gave us a rundown on the essential services community colleges 
provide in the educational strata. He highlighted the introduction of new Baccalaureate programs at SPC as they like 
many community colleges have begun offering 4 year degrees. 
 
We wound up with a presentation in the lab by Dr. Brown of Pinellas County Schools, addressing their movement to 
“Centers of Excellence.” Centers of Excellence programs are rigorous enough to prepare students for college, yet 
give them real skills that employers need, such as industry certification. 
Thanks to all who organized our 2008 Education Day.... and thanks to all who strive to educate our children!

In 2007, 92% of monetary donations went directly back into CTK’s program costs to provide clothing to eligible children. 
Nearly 60% of donations made to Clothes To Kids in 2007 came from Individual Donors.

Apparel Partners: CTK currently is partnered with over 35 stores that donate new clothing.

Over 41,100 of these students are 
eligible for free and reduced lunch and therefore eligible to shop at Clothes To Kids!  
 
Clothing Drive Guidelines : Clothes To Kids continues to rely on clothing drives to make sure every child who shops at 
CTK is able to leave with a complete wardrobe. To help CTK take full advantage of these vital contributions, please 
contact Rachel Thurber, Program Coordinator, at 727.441.5050 before planning a clothing drive or delivering large 
quantities of clothing.  
 
Looking Ahead: Shoes for our shoppers continue to be a challenge. In the future, it is our goal to give a shoe voucher to 
each child and completely do away with our used shoes.
