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Willa Carson Health Resource Center, Inc. (WCHRC) is a not-for-profit health care facility that provides access to
culturally sensitive quality, no cost health care t o low-income, uninsured/underserved and serves as the family
doctor and health care provider for its clients. WCHRC plays a unique and essential role in providing health care
services throughout the Clearwater area. For many, it is the only source of much-needed health care services that are
otherwise unavailable or unobtainable.

Mission Statement : The mission of Willa Carson Health Resource Center Community Health Resource is to provide
culturally sensitive quality health care to the uninsured and underserved residents of the North Greenwood community.

Vision Statement: We envision a community in which health care is affordable and accessible to all in order to ensure
healthy families regardless of socio-economic status.

Incorporated in August 1996 as the Greenwood Community Resource Center, Inc., the center's name changed to the
Willa Carson Health Resource Center in March 2006 to honor our Founder, Mrs. Willa Carson, who passed away 4/2006.
WCHRC was the vision of Mrs. Willa Livingston Carson, a retired nurse from the Greenwood community. At first, the
center operated out of two refurbished apartments. As part of the City of Clearwater's environmental justice plan,
representatives of North Greenwood participated in redevelopment planning and voted unanimously for the city to lease a
redeveloped Brownfields property to the nonprofit clinic. The city purchased the current site of the Center in October 1999,
and on March 18, 2000, ground was broken for the construction of the Willa Carson Health Resource Center. The site
was formerly a gas station and through cooperative efforts the underground storage tanks removed and the soil cleaned
up. The new Center building opened it doors in the fall of 2000. The Center now owns its building which is located on a
leased Brownfield site.

An evaluation of the client and visitor demographic data from the WCHRC reveals the following for 2007:

Total number of client encounters was 4529 of which down from 4991 the previous year due to loss of full-time
Nurse Practitioner

The self-reported racial ethnic mix of clients is diverse: 42% Black, 28% White, 15% Hispanic, 1% Asian; and
14% other.

Of the 4529, 90% Adults and 10% Children; 68% Female and 32% Male.

Approximately equal client age groupings occur from birth to 60 years with WCHRC's critical population consisting
of middle-aged persons who do not qualify for Medicaid of Aid to Dependent Children or Medicare. Since 68% of
the center clients are females, a picture emerges that WCHRC's largest client group is middle-aged women.

67% of the center clients live in Clearwater; 2 out of 5 clients travel a considerable distance to receive health
services.
