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Health Day – February 13, 2008

Our day began at Bayfront Hospital where we heard about various options now available in Home 
Health Care and the necessity to plan ahead by Jonathan Bowman ’07. We also discussed the 
importance of fall prevention with seniors and work being done. We toured Bayflight’s operation and 
saw how their operation works including checking out their Helicopter inside and out. It was quite a 
view from the Bayfront rooftop it was also amazing to see Bayfront’s state-of-the-art Heart Center and 
its high tech capabilities with Tom Noble,  Cath Lab Manager.   
 
Then we boarded the bus and heard a video presentation by Chuck Kearns ’04,  Director of EMS 
and Fire Administration - Pinellas County, about how Pinellas County 20 year old EMS continues to 
an innovator and leader in United States EMS with 94% reliability and an average response time of 
6.2 seconds. We were also surprised and  wow’ed with our tour of the centralized 911 call center and 
the Sunstar EMS facilities led by none other than our classmate, Mark Postma’08 ,  
COO, Sunstar Paramedics – it’s was impressive to see Mark’s team at work! 
 
Next stop was Hospice, where we heard from a Panel of Speakers during lunch which included BA 
Safely ’03,  Director of Philanthropy for The Hospice of Florida Suncoast, who spoke about all the 
services Hospice provides. Hospice has a dedicated staff and with more than 3,000 volunteers that 
serve those living with an advanced illness or condition and those who have lost a loved one, 
regardless of financial situation. Shannon Martin ‘06- Director of Community Relations of Aging 
Wisely, explained how companies like hers provide support to Tampa Bay area seniors, caregivers 
and families by serving as case managers and advocates for our large aging population in Pinellas 
County. Beverly Burton, Senior Resource Directory,  Area Agency on Aging of Pasco- Pinellas 
explained the growing need along with some of the services available to our growing aging residents 
and how the AAOA coordinate all the agencies (government, profit, non-profit) for a one stop 
Eldercare service, the free Senior Resource Helpline for Elderly of Pinellas and Pasco counties.   
 
We followed this up with a tour of HealthSouth facility by Martin O'Neil and saw the variety of 
therapies and equipment available to help clients achieve a full and speedy recovery. They have both 
in-patient and out-patient rehab services.    
 
The last but not least stop of the day was Morton Plant Hospital where we heard from Jeannie 
Shapiro ‘00 , Clearwater Free Clinic who told us about the services the clinic provides to the 
uninsured population of Pinellas County then Hal Ziecheck ‘91 , COO Morton Plant Hospital shared 
Morton Plant’s successes and the challenges facing health care providers. We ended the day with 
educational tours of the following departments with Amanda Fisher ’07, Eric Barsema, Molly 
Kasperson, Debbie Caldwell : Day Surgery where we got an up-close feel for several procedures 
and the role technology and medicine play together, Lykes Radiation Center/Gamma Knife which 
provides a non-invasive form of brain surgery, and the new state-of-the-art Morgan Heart Center 
where many rooms have water views and everything was designed for quick recovery down to the 
marks on the hall floor. Thanks to the Health Day team for an educational experience – we’re all 
looking forward to our Trip to Tallahassee in March.

Our existing programs serve all ages, from birth to 85+ years old!  Our Children’s Program serves children with 
vision problems and often a multitude of other disabilities. For most children, ninety percent of their early 
learning comes from vision.  A child who is blind or visually impaired learns about the world in other ways.  
Lighthouse of Pinellas offers a comprehensive early intervention program for infants through early teens.  Our 
professional teachers and therapists encourage optimum development for each child.   
  
We also offer a year round transition program for students between the ages of 14-22 to help them prepare them 
for a successful transition from school to post-school activities. Students learn the skills they need to 
successfully enter college or the workplace as well as live independently.  
 
For individuals of working age, we teach computer skills with access technology such as speech and screen 
magnification. Using this technology, individuals are able to be competitively employed in many different 
careers. 
 
Our Adult Program offers vision rehabilitation services which help adults and seniors who are visually impaired 
continue to live independent, productive lives at home, enhance their safety, and improve their quality of life. 
Available services include training in safe travel, learning adaptive skills for the tasks of daily living (preparing 
meals, cooking safely, managing medications, taking care of the home), making the most of existing vision, 
coping with vision loss, and learning how to use the computer, access email and the internet. 
 
In addition to licensed and certified professional instruction staff, Lighthouse of Pinellas offers many volunteer 
opportunities. We currently have needs in building care such as monthly landscaping, as well as some ‘inside 
the building’ work involving painting and other general projects. We also have volunteer opportunities in our 
Life Enrichment Programs as teacher’s aides, in general office support during business hours, and in various 
positions as part of our community outreach volunteer team.
