Criminal Justice Day, April 9, 2008

We began our day at the Clearwater Police Department’s Countryside Substation. Chief of Police Sid Klein
welcomed us and kicked off the day with a brief overview of the organization. Next we went outside to see the
Police Department’s new state-of-the-art vehicles — one was an impressive van that serves as a self-contained
broadcasting / communication station and the other is a self contained mobile housing operation that can be
used for things like hurricanes and emergencies that provides everything needed for a 12+ team to be
dispatched and live while assisting in a variety of crisis situations.

As we listened to speakers the next thing we heard out of nowhere was “Bang”, our hearts hit the floor before
we realized we had just met one of Clearwater’s highly trained snipers and a member of the exclusive SWAT
team. Once we all recovered from this surprise we had an impressive demonstration by the rest of the SWAT
team. We saw the training they go through to a demonstration of a typical mission. You don’t want to mess
with these guys! The big hit of the day was when we got to head to the shooting range and try weapons from
shot gun to assault rifle — what an experience. We learned there are several classmates you DON'T want to
mess with. We saw a new side to them and even Jack Keller ('05) (king of “LP retreat dot love”) showed he
can be armed and dangerous — the pictures at graduation will tell all! Before we left, we also had a
demonstration by the CPD’s Canine Department. We learned about the variety of ways these highly trained
dogs and their officer serve our community.

The next stop was the Forensic Science Division of the Pinellas County Sheriff’'s Office. We got to tour their
operations including imaging (crime scene photography processing), the automated fingerprint identification
system (AFIS), and the chemical lab. It was fascinating to learn things like they use real “gold CD’s” to store
evidence photos that are darn near indestructible and can not by modified to protect the reliability of the
evidence.

We met Sheriff Jim Coats ('02) at the Pinellas County Jail for lunch (who knew jail food was so good). There
we learned how the Pinellas County Sheriff’'s Office is pioneering some innovative programs like inmate
education programs aimed at reducing recidivism and how the design of jails has changed over time as they've
learned more effective and efficient ways to handle inmates who may be there no longer than one year.

While at the Jail we saw prisoners on death row to those just arriving. We toured the intake area and had a
demonstration of how specially trained guards handle non-compliant / rowdy prisoners (you don’t want to
experience their “time out chair”). When we toured an all male wing the prisoners there were “visibly excited”
by our visit. We were surprised to learn that today in-mates visits are not done face to face. For security
reasons they are now done via video conferencing through scheduled appointments.

The final stop was at the Pinellas County Criminal Justice Center. The Honorable Judge Jack St. Arnold ('91)
had arranged for us to get Criminal Justice System overview by hearing from the States Attorney’s office and
then a Judiciary mix and mingle with several Judges representing the different courts — Family Court, Drug
Court, etc. Our day ended with David Fischer of the Community Foundation of Tampa Bay talking to us and
then presenting our class with a $5000 matching grant for our class project to help RCS. A special thanks goes
to Steve Slaughter ('08) for leading this project.
