Criminal Justice Day was our final and by far
the most exciting day of the Youth Leadership Pinellas
program from the very beginning of our day at our visit
to the Police Range. When we got to the police range we
were all wondering and anticipating what we were going
to be doing and when we found out, we weren't let
down. We were introduced to the K-9 unit and were
shown several demonstrations in which the trained
police dog would violently attack an officer and play
around like a normal dog right after. After the K-9
demonstrations came the snipers and S.W.A.T. team
demonstrations which were very exciting especially
since we got to handle all the types of guns they use
right after and were free to ask anything we wanted to
know about the police force.

After the police range we went to the PCSO
Crime Scene Investigation Unit. We were taken to the
lab where forensic specialists test out all of their
evidence. It was kind of like what Hollywood makes it
out to be...minus all the drama, yet it was still really
interesting. We also got to make our own finger prints
and keep them as memorabilia.

The most riveting and kind of scary part of the
day was visiting the jail. We toured the Healthcare
Facility, the Delta Wing, and the Intake, also known as
“booking” and Open Processing center and actually saw
three people getting booked. To be in that environment
was without a doubt one of the scariest things | have
ever witnessed but it was still great that | had the
opportunity to see it. After the jail we went on a towr
CJC but due to uncontrollable circumstances we didn’t
get a full tour but we did get a demonstration of all the
kinds of weapons people have tried to bring in to the
courthouse before. It really showed a desperate people
can get just to have some kind of weapon on them. Our
last stop of the day was at the Historic Court Room at
the Clearwater courthouse where we met with the
honorable Judge St. Arnold and learned a little bit about
how the court system really works.
