Youlddeel the
excitement in the air as we all wondered what wdnddn store for us as we prepared to learn maoata®inellas
County’s Health and Human Services.

In hindsight, I'm not sure any of us were prepdgdhe amount of need we would uncover and alsalépth of good
being done in Pinellas County today. Our first st@s the ‘Religious Community Services’ Food BarileveDuggan
Cooley '07was our host. There we learned how RCS is semiaigy segments of our needy and abused populatibn w
“Help and Hope”. We felt a little guilty having ace breakfast in the “near empty” RCS warehouseravtiee
centerpieces visually showed us what a family, néigas of size, is given as government subsidivéodn for the month.
In addition RCS provides emergency food to needividuals in our community and RCS is in despenragted of all
canned goods especially canned meats. They havehgionormal food inventory today. Normally thised 75-85
families a day they are now they're seeing abobt+1Several class members were moved to write chiecRCS on the
spot, others have since started food drives battleatoffices and in addition our class decidetriog canned goods to
each of our Program Days in the future.

Then we visited UPARC at the Long Center wh€aeen Crown '83 explained how UPARC started n 1955 is the
largest organization in the state of Florida sag\ime mentally retarded as well as local resideiitts 5 other qualifying
disabilities. One of our classmates has a 52 yidaorother that benefits from UPARC's services, irding us it's a
small world. We were struck by all the happy fasessaw on both the faces of clients and the staffd-the caring you
could feel for everyone we met. We learned howuiieoming budget cuts would impact the serviceg'thable to
provide today. It definitely put a human face ongiag budget cuts for us.

Next stop was the Homeless Emergency Shelter vBeteara Green '03 shared HEP's rich 53 year history and Bruce
Fyfe introduced us to an inspiring woman who gaweoaing testimonial on how HEP had changed herWe saw first
hand that HEP is definitely a place to go to gétand up” and the difference they’re making iseeted in their 78%
success rate. The sad news is that homelessngs41$6 in 2007 and the average age of a homelessrpwday is 9
years old. Thank you to HEP for also providing uha great lunch in their new dining hall. While were there we
also heardMicki Thompson of #211 Tampa Bay CareSandra Lyth of the YWCA Hispanic Outreach Center a@dy
Lancaster of the Juvenile Welfare Board explain the servibesr organizations offer and how they’re helpmg
community.

Our last stop was the Lighthouse of Pinellas whexdearned about services that 50% of us will ppbpaeed one day
and products available to promote independenceyteg from two-colored cutting boards to highhigeaders. We
even experienced navigating blind-folded, how a pot@r can be used to promote independence andtireséve
services tailored to children.

This day made us proud to be part of Pinellas GoWie also became aware of how budget cuts wilkichpur most
needy and how each of us is called on to do maeh Brganization needs more volunteers and finesiggport. We left
feeling inspired to work towards making a differen®©ur day was arranged Byiggan Cooley '07 Brenda Green '07,
Jane Helms '98.0ur thanks goes to them and all the speakergéwiging us with an inspiring Program day!
