“A little slice of heaven” is how John Marzulli '11 described the Leadership Pinellas Class of 2011 retreat as
we walked out of the Hilton Clearwater Beach Resort. “I hate to leave,” Nick DiCeglie '11 agreed.

That sums up the class’ appreciation of an outstanding retreat, organized by Judy Siracusa '95 , Pat Siracusa
'97, Debbie White '95, and Georgetta Doyle '05 . We built bonds among an incoming class which features
personal and professional go-getters, including:

The founder of a company who then acquired two additional businesses and achieved annual sales of
$10 million ... all in just six years.
The winner of the Volunteer of the Year Award from the Coastal Conservation Association.
The woman who launched SAlLvation, a non-profit venture to serve socio-economically challenged
outh.
As the r)(/atreat delved into our achievements and aspirations, we discovered among us:
- A cancer survivor
A man who helped children rescued from the brothels of the Dominican Republic
A woman raised by a Native American father to enjoy typically male activities. She is now an avid fly
fisherman chasing a world record, recently televised catching a huge tarpon on a fly rod. Still, her
greatest achievement: successfully raising three daughters as a single mother, the eldest at St.
Petersburg College on a full scholarship
A paramedic who has delivered a baby and saved a life — on separate occasions
A man who, like many in our class, named his father as his hero, but later admitted it was only because
he forgot Tim Tebow when answering the question.

In the retreat’s next segment, we learned why we act the way we do, thanks to personality profiling. About half
our group is classified as the Influencing type: people-oriented, animated, talkative and enthusiastic. Others
fall into the Dominant, Conscientious or Steady categories. Amazingly, one class member who just an hour
earlier had introduced himself as “the counselor,” because friends turn to him for advice, discovered that his
profile type actually thrives on “coaching and counseling”. Another participant who earlier shared that his
biography would be titled, “Why?” turned out to be the Conscientious type, which specifically needs to ask
“why” questions. Clearly, the profiles hit their targets!

A couple hours later, an upset: the longtime winner of the Program Day skits, Criminal Justice, took second
place behind Health Day. The winning skit was a Wizard of Oz spinoff in which Dorothy became pregnant nine
months after, coincidentally, a Leadership trip to Tallahassee, where she spent time with a man named Ed.
Unfortunately, our president, Ed Halleran '03 , had-fled-the-country was in Italy at the time this was announced.
Dinner and dancing (that Judy Siracusa can cut a rug!) was followed by cocktails on the sand and a venture to
the Beach Bar down the street. The strangely widespread outbreak of “sinus headaches” on Saturday morning
did not dampen our enthusiasm. The incoming class shared inspirational stories of overcoming challenges,
including a participant who is spending her personal savings to pay for her step-daughter’s college education,
and another who left a secure, 13-year “picket fence” marriage by courageously sharing that she is gay.

In closing, Judge Jack St. Arnold '91 encouraged lifetime participation in Leadership Pinellas, saying its
alumni directory reads like a Who's Who of the county. Who the Class of 2011 is will alternately inspire, touch
and amuse you. We look forward to serving.... and to seeing you soon.
